What is the New York State Master Teacher Program?

Responding to the call to strengthen our nation’s K-12 STEM
education, Governor Andrew M. Cuomo launched the New York
State Master Teacher Program (NYSMTP) in partnership with The
State University of New York and Math for America. The program
creates a state-wide network of the highest-performing STEM
teachers dedicated to sharing their expertise with peers and
attracting high school graduates to careers in STEM. Participating
teachers receive $15,000 stipends annually over four years.

What defines a Master Teacher?

Master Teachers have been exposed to and grappled with ideas
that are central to their STEM discipline at advanced levels. Like
any scientist or mathematician, they view their knowledge as
incomplete.

Master Teachers have a deep understanding of professional
knowledge for teaching. They continually evaluate, refine, and adapt
their practice to better meet the needs of students.

Master Teachers possess a deep knowledge of their students’
communities, cultures, and values, and see a student’s family and
community as resources in their efforts to inspire them to study
STEM subjects.

Master Teachers are strong classroom teachers committed to
developing even further their knowledge of content, craft of
teaching, and understanding of students.

Who is eligible to apply?
Applicants must be:

e Certified & currently employed in a New York State public
school, with a minimum of 4 years of experience teaching
STEM disciplines.

e Have a current teaching load of at least 60% in STEM
disciplines, grades 6-12.

¢ Have an Annual Professional Performance Review rating of
effective or highly-effective.

What do Master Teachers do?

As program participants, Master Teachers make a commitment to
engage in professional development (PD) work in addition to their
regular school responsibilities. Master Teachers meet regularly
(evenings and weekends) to participate in activities that lead to
individual and collective professional growth.

PD programming opportunities include three-session mini-courses.
Mini-courses have addressed student research and emerging
STEM subjects such as climate change and hydro-fracturing.
Master Teachers have formed Professional Learning Teams

around topics such as student research projects, expeditionary
learning, the flipped classroom, and the Common Core. Master
Teachers participate in leadership workshops to better contribute to
departmental discussions and mentor early career and pre-service
teachers. Master Teachers also participate in the Empire State
STEM Learning Network, partnering with local businesses and
agencies to better prepare students for STEM careers.

The NYS Master Teacher Program is hosted at 10 sites

across the state. These sites serve as the home base of each
region’s activities and partner with educational institutions

and organizations to provide a robust program tailored to the
professional growth and development goals of Master Teachers.
